Å Stereotactic (Greek ̀ˍʶˊʶˈˌǎǘŜǊŜƽǎ"hard, rigid" and 
ˍʱ˅ʽˌǘłȄƛǎ"arrangement") stands for coordinate-based.

Å The concept of radiosurgery was introduced in 1951 by 
the Swedish neurosurgeon Lars Leksell. Today, this 
means that a tumor is irradiated in a small volume and 
highly precise manner.

Å It is defined as a 1-5 time irradiation with ablative doses.
